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As we look back on 2024, we are proud to reflect on the incredible
growth and impact we've experienced. The beginning of the year saw
a surge in demand, prompting us to set an ambitious goal to triple our
meal service by reaching new communities such as Roseland, South
Elgin, Kildeer, Lake Zurich, South Barrington, and McHenry.

To date, Fight2Feed has partnered with 32 organizations, serving
communities from the South Side of Chicago to Joliet. Together,
we’ve worked to provide essential pantry items and meals to those in
need. In addition, in 2023, we expanded our efforts to support existing
housing programs and assist the reformed homeless by providing
furnishings through rescued and donated items.

Our commitment extends beyond just our direct services — we also
support smaller programs to help them stay operational and continue
their vital work. Since our founding in 2014, Fight2Feed has remained
a 100% volunteer-run, managed, and operated organization, relying
entirely on the generosity of corporate partners and individual donors.

As we continue our mission to fight hunger and reduce waste, we are
grateful for the unwavering support that makes all of this possible.
Together, we are building a stronger, more compassionate
community for all.

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MEAL PREPARATION

Our volunteers are in the East Kitchen every week, cooking, rescuing, and distributing
meals and resources to our partners.  In 2024, we set a new record by preparing and
sharing 2,563 holiday meals,  including 2,000 meals on Christmas Eve.

From the Democratic Convention to AAO and RSNA, Fight2Feed made it  a priority to be
present and actively monitor sustainabil ity efforts.  Most importantly,  we creatively
repurposed rescued items to benefit  the community.  In 2024, we also began tracking
composting efforts,  and thanks to the collaboration with McCormick Place East Kitchen
and OVG, we are proud to report that our composting efforts resulted in 2,200 pounds of
food being composted.
